The Start and Finish is at Sutton Upon Derwent Village Hall, Sutton 
on Derwent, near York, YO41 4BN 
NOTE THIS NEW START VENUE 
This is to coincide with the village’s classic vehicle gathering on the village green. 
The anticipated mileage will be around 70 miles. 
The gathering includes vintage tractors as well as cars, a BBQ will be available and a bar. 
Bring a picnic if you like. 
A HOT DRINK AND A BACON OR SAUSAGE SANDWICH AT THE START IS 
INCLUDED IN THE ENTRY FEE. 
The route will be defined using Tulip diagrams, and will be very easy to follow. 
The provisional start time is 10:00 am and the first car should arrive at the Finish at about 
1:30 p.m. These times will be confirmed in Final Instructions. There is no set time for the run, 
but an average speed of about 24 MPH is anticipated.
